ABSTRACT

The thesis provides the results of the study on the formation of social competence
among the elementary school students through project activities in educational theory
and practice.

Analysis of the psychological and pedagogical literature suggests that the social
competence formation among the elementary school students is one of the most
pressing tasks of the primary level of education today.

The issue to state the essence of the “social competence” concept is studied in
the research papers of the national and world educators. The Academe concludes that
social competence is an essential component of personality. The success of the
formation of an individual as an independent member of society depends on it. The
research is aimed to examine the development of school-age students, highlighting the
features of students’ interaction with society and their skills to work in partnership.

The main task of the primary level of education offered as the Basic Component
of General Education is to develop practical and vital skills, to teach a child to navigate

under new real-life conditions, to find his or her place among others, to feel the limits



of acceptable behaviour, and to initiate virtue, rather than to give a child a system of
branch knowledge.

The analysis of academic and pedagogical works has shown that the social
competence of an elementary school student requires the following skills: to analyse
the way the social institutions function, determining their place in them, and design
strategies for their lives, considering the interests and needs of different social groups,
individuals according to social norms and rules existing in Ukrainian society and other
factors; to cooperate productively with different partners in a group and a team, play
different roles and perform different functions in the team, show initiative, and support
and control their own interactions with others; to use technologies for conflict
transformation and constructive conflict resolution, achieving consensus, and taking
responsibility for decisions made and their implementation; to set activity goals
together, to plan, develop and implement social projects and strategies for individual
and team action; to define the goals of communication, apply effective communication
strategies depending on the situation, and be able to adjust emotionally to deal with
others.

Concerning the importance of developing social competence among the
elementary school students, researchers and specialists have come to the same
conclusion, since this age is very favourable for social development of a child. When
a child starts school, the conditions of his or her life, the nature of the leading (learning)
activities, and communication with the age-mates change. The social competence of an
elementary school student is considered as his or her skills to solve problems of social
interaction that are relevant and appropriate for his or her age and abilities. The main
feature of the social competence of elementary school students is their personal
relevance and the social significance of the tasks and problems to be solved exactly for
their age. At the elementary school age, a child socialises actively and adapts to new
conditions, learning social norms, rules, and values.

The main feature of the elementary school age that scholars specify is a shift of
a child’s social position. He or she gets into systematic teaching, becomes a member
of the school and the class community, and his or her relationships with adults change.

This expands and intensifies the system of his or her interaction with the surrounding



reality and strengthens the importance of spontaneous socialisation processes for his or
her personal growth.

The child’s social competence formation is based on such personal complexes
as achievement motivation, spontaneity, self-appreciation, high self-esteem, and the
ability to behave constructively in difficult situations.

By summarising the key units of meaning, we consider social competence as an
integrative ability of an individual, which is formed as a result of socialisation and
learning and is a system that includes reasons, values, social experience, abilities,
knowledge, and personal skills, the integrity of which ensures effective interaction with
other people, independent search for constructive solutions to problems in various real-
life situations, ability to adapt quickly to new conditions of life and self-realisation.

The thesis theoretically substantiates the structure, defines the criteria, indicators
and qualifies the levels of social competence formation among the elementary school
students, such as: the indicators of the cognitive and motivational component, which
includes awareness of social norms, rules of behaviour and moral values; interpretation
of the personal emotional state and understanding of social reality, the emotional and
reflexive component that includes skills of self-control, self-regulation of personal
feelings; understanding of social roles and ability to perform them; skills to perceive
insignificant details of the social situation; the operational and activity indicators,
which include the skills of effective interaction with society, a variety of behaviour
techniques, communication skills, personal activity, self-presentation skills and the
ability to solve challenging situations.

The research reveals that one of the most effective means to form social
competence among the elementary school students is a project activity.

While doing educational projects a teacher shall consider the organisation of
project activities, including features of the age stage, choosing the project topics that
meet the interests of students, and special guidance on the project activities of students
provided by the teacher.

The most common projects in elementary schools are exploratory, informational,
creative, play, practical (practice-oriented) ones. The essence of their content will be

described below. The exploratory project is based on the search for information and



new knowledge about a particular research subject. Unlike the previous one, the
informational project is integrated in its nature and involves collecting interesting facts
of an interdisciplinary nature and obtaining integrated information. The practice-
oriented (practical) project focuses on social interests: document, program,
recommendations, vocabulary, and the like. The project requires a full description of
all the activities of its participants with all the functions assigned to each of them. The
creative project involves the creation and presentation of illustrative material, a script,
a travel journal together with literary characters, a collage, a photo project, a video
film, and the like. The play project is closely associated with the latter, involving the
staging of exhibitions, performances, and role-playing.

The analysis of scientific and methodological literature shows that during
implementing projects with elementary school students, their cognitive interests grow;
the skills to work in teams and with different sources of information are developed;
children learn to be responsible; the active position and the ability to bring things to a
conclusion are formed; the favourable conditions to use such methods of training and
education as discussions, brainstorming, search and research methods are created; the
principles of free choice and reliance on the subjective experience of students are
implemented, as students often decide on the topic of the project, using their
accumulated knowledge and skills.

As a result of the experimental work, we developed an organisational and
pedagogical model of social competence formation among the elementary school
students through project activities, which consists of the following: goals, objectives,
scientific approaches, basic principles of social competence of an elementary school
student, content, teaching conditions, stages of educational work, methods, tools,
components, indicators, levels and results of social competence formation among the
elementary school students through project activities.

The system of principles of social competence formation through project
activities, covering the principles of cooperative pedagogy, such as: shift-in-attitudes
principle based on positive learning; the free-choice principle; the principle of learning

without coercion; the principle of difficult goals; the principle of advanced thinking;



the principle of self-reflection; the principle of the intellectual background of the class;
and the principle of collective creative education, is substantiated.

The presented stages of the experimental study (ascertaining, control, and
forming) have ensured the realisation of the goal and implementation of the developed
organisational and pedagogical model and educational conditions for social
competence formation among the elementary school students through project
activities.

At the ascertaining stage of the experiment the diagnostics of social competence
was carried out with the help of the following methods: Assessment of Social
Competence (ASC): a scale of social competence functions (1985), which were
adapted to the national values and age of the elementary school student. As well as the
techniques of sociometric study on interpersonal relations within a group of children
(J. Moreno’s Method).

As aresult of the ascertaining experiment, it was found that 68.8% of elementary
school students had a low level of social competence, and only 10.4% of elementary
school students demonstrated a high level. This indicates the urgency of developing
social competence among the elementary school students.

To carry out the forming experiment, the original course entitled “The World in
Harmony” was developed and implemented in the educational process. This course
helps to form effectively the social competence of the elementary school students
through project activities, keeping the individual approach to each child, thus,
developing uncultivated personal skills as well.

The use of statistical and mathematical tools as well as their interpretation made
it possible to state that the students of the experimental groups, who were taught
according to the methods we developed, showed a much greater increase in the high
level of formation of a certain phenomenon than the students of the control groups
(high level was 8.5% to 40.5%; medium level —21% to 40%; low level — 70% to 19.5%
compared to the students of the experimental groups), which indicates the effectiveness
and efficiency of using this method of social competence formation among the
elementary school students through project activities. The results of the forming

experimental study confirmed the practical feasibility and effectiveness of the proposed



organisational and pedagogical model and educational conditions of social competence
formation among the elementary school students through project activities.

The scientific novelty and the theoretical significance of the research are as
follows: the current state of the study on the formation of social competence among the
elementary school students through project activities in educational theory and practice
is analysed for the first time; the components (cognitive and motivational, emotional
and volitional, operational and activity) are substantiated; the criteria (cognitive and
motivational, emotional and volitional, operational and activity), the indicators of the
social competence among the elementary school students are defined and its levels
(high, average, low) are qualified; the model of social competence formation among
the elementary school students through project activities is developed; the
organisational and educational conditions for the social competence formation among
the elementary school students (the willingness of an elementary school teacher to
engage in collaborative pedagogy; analysis and evaluation of the characteristics of the
student group when the teacher organises work on the project and coordinates project
activities; alternating between different ways of forming project groups to adjust the
development of each student’s social competence; involving parents of students to
participate in the work on the project) are justified; the structure, types, and methods
of social competence formation among the elementary school students are further
improved.

The results of the research are of practical importance as they can be
implemented into the educational practice of elementary school information and
methodological resources on the social competence formation among the elementary
school students through the following project activities: “Specific Features of the
Formation of the Appreciative Attitude to a Person Among Elementary School
Students: Educational Activities and Parents' Meetings”, “The World in Harmony:
Workbook. 2 parts”, A Teacher’s Handbook for Diagnosing Social Competence and
its Components Among Elementary School Students.”
