The relevance of the research topic is due to the fact that religious issues in
scientific discourse are attracting increasing attention not only of scholars but also

causing considerable public interest, since the church as a social institution enjoys



one of the highest levels of trust among citizens. In Ukraine, additional interest in
religious issues in general and the study of interconfessional relations, in particular, is
related to the development of the Ukrainian church and the need for the state to
implement an effective policy in the field of state-confessional and interconfessional
relations. Modern Ukraine 1s a multi-religious state, which further contributes to the
growth of interest in the problem of interconfessional relations. Aspects of
interconfessional relations, such as changes in religious affiliation (interconfessional
conversions) and interconfessional conflicts in Ukraine are a phenomenon not only of
the past but also of the present. State policy in the field of interconfessional relations
requires the study of the historical experience of these phenomena, as well as the
experience of policy in the field of interconfessional relations, especially on the
Right-Bank Ukraine, as this region was multi-religious and multinational. The study
of the religious and confessional identity of representatives of religious communities
of Right-Bank Ukraine, their attitude to each other, the factors that caused it today
remain relevant. Such aspects of interconfessional relations like public policy,
interconfessional conversions and interconfessional conflicts have been already
studied but the historical aspect of the confessional identity problem remains virtually
unexplored by the Ukrainian community scholars because of the difficulty to study
due to the narrow specificity of this issue.

Even though Ukrainian scholars in various disciplines turned to study the
problem of interconfessional relations in the Right-Bank Ukraine under the rule of
the Russian Empire in 1793—-1917, this topic has not been comprehensively studied
and generalized. Although some aspects of the researched problems have been
fragmentarily covered in several dissertations, monographs and other works, this
problem has not yet become the subject of any separate dissertation research.

The study aims to investigate interconfessional relations in the Right-Bank
Ukraine under the rule of the Russian Empire in 1793-1917.

The scientific novelty of the study is that for the first time a comprehensive
generalization of interconfessional relations in the Right-Bank Ukraine in 1793—-1917
was carried out, including the relations between all confessions and religious
communities in the region.

The author introduced new archival documents that reveal the problem of
interconfessional identity, the reasons, motives and procedures for interconfessional
conversions for the first time into scientific circulation. For the first time in Ukrainian
historiography, some sources of personal origin, in particular several diaries and
memoirs of Polish landowners of the Right-Bank Ukraine, which have not been used
as sources on the history of interconfessional relations in the region, were introduced
into scientific circulation. Alditionally, for the first time, materials from the history of
interconfessional relations were used, had been previously used in Ukrainian
historiography only as sources from the linguistic and social history of the region.
The study develops a classification of sources on the history of interconfessional
relations in the Right-Bank Ukraine under the rule of the Russian Empire in 1793—
1917.

The author’s periodization of inter-confessional conversions on the Right-
Bank Ukraine in 1793-1917, the legal and demographic factors of quantitative
growth and decrease of religious communities, discussed in the thesis, which allows
peer response it in further research on similar issues. The entire period of the region’s
history under the rule of the Russian Empire can be divided into five subperiods, each
of which had its own specifics due to political, legal, and other circumstances. As
early as 1796, the empire reached the Orthodox majority of the population in the
region, which by 1917 had not dropped below 50% of the population. Later, in 1839
the Uniate Church was liquidated in the region, and due to pressure from the
authorities, the number of the faithful of the Roman Catholic Church remained almost
unchanged until the end of the XIX century, when it began growing due to the high
birth rate and the permission to apostatize from Orthodoxy by the decree of 1905.

The author examines all existing religious communities on the Right-Bank
during the study period, and their place in interconfessional relations, including the

Russian Orthodox Church, the Uniate Church, the Roman Catholic Church, Old



Believers, Protestants, Jews, Karaites, Muslims, and mystical religious communities.
This made it possible to comprehensively generalize the problem of interconfessional
relations in the region in 1793—-1917.

The thesis covers the issue of the religious and confessional identity of the
inhabitants of the region, determines the degree of clarity of confessional
consciousness of the inhabitants of the studied region depending on education and the
role of the state in the development of confessional consciousness. The boundaries of
the region's three Christian denominations were not clearly defined. In addition to the
combination of elements of Western and Eastern traditions in the religious identity
and culture of a large number of residents of the region, there were also a number of
pagan elements, rites, and cults of pre-Christian origin. For a long time, education in
the region was led by the clergy, which could instill confessional consciousness. It
was poorly developed and accessible only to a narrow stratum of wealthy people,
which further contributed to maintaining a blurred confessional consciousness and
identity among the Right-Bank population.

The nature of religiosity of the region's inhabitants, its influence on
interconfessional conflicts as well as the influence of the state policy are explored.
The society of the region remained divided into social strata during the period under
study, and therefore the religiosity of the peasants, who made up the majority of
Christians, was of a ceremonial non-conflict nature, and conflicts between
confessions were usually instigated by the clergy and the state. At the same time, the
religiosity of the late Protestants, due to their familiarity with the biblical text, was
mostly non-ritual, which made it impossible to make arguments based on rites during
conflicts with them.

The thesis analyzes the role of the state in how thr representatives of religions
in the region viewed each other as well as the tools used to form their attitudes. The
Russian imperial government with the full support of the Russian Orthodox Church
in the region, used modern tools such as mass printing, the press, and education to
form a negative attitude toward members of the region's non-Orthodox religious

communities. On the other hand, the confessional policy of the state was conditioned



by ecclesiological soteriological exclusivism, the theological paradigm of
interconfessional relations of the dominant Orthodox Church in the Russian Empire.

The study further develops the characteristics of quantitative and qualitative
measurement of interconfessional conversions in the Right-Bank Ukraine under the
rule of the Russian Empire using comprehensive analysis of the available research
data for the entire period 1793—-1917 as well as eploying new data.

In addition, the practical theories of social capital of P. Bourdieu, the social
discipline of G. Ostraich, and the agro-literate society of E. Gellner were used to
analyze of interconfessional relations in the region and thus expande the
methodological tools for national academic religious studies.

The author analyzes the repressive confessional policy of the Russian Empire
in the region, studied in terms of positive discrimination in favor of the Russian
Orthodox Church and discrimination against non-Orthodox religious communities.
This policy has been shown to yield slow results. This was manifested by the fact that
even in the 1860s in two of the three provinces of the region — Podolsk, and Volyn —
Orthodox residents were a minority of the urban population, and the provision of
religious buildings and their quality, even in the late nineteenth century among
Roman Catholics was better than among the Orthodox. And although the vector of
state policy aimed at strengthening the Russian Orthodox Church and weakening
other religious communities in the region remained unchanged, changes despite their
gradualness were inevitable, and therefore economic, educational, and human
resources on the Right-Bank were redistributed in favor of the legally privileged
status of the Russian Orthodox Church.

The terminology has been improved. In particular, the concepts of «social
discipline» and «cultural capital» used in the context of state policy in the field of
interconfessional relations in the region have been clarified. This allows the use of
these terms in further religious studies related to the history of religion in Ukraine. To
describe the state policy of regulating the institutional life of religious communities in
the region, a new term was introduced: «state confessional building», which
characterizes the institutional policy of the Russian Empire in the field of

confessional life in the empire in general and in the region in particular.
